BEGINNING THE FIRST SUNDAY OF ADVENT 2004 THERE WILL BE SOME CHANGES HAPPENING





Blessings (birthdays, anniversaries, visitors) will be given before Mass begins to welcome people and acknowledge them in a special way. This will also allow the assembly to 'go in peace to love and serve the Lord' uninterrupted after the post communion prayer.


After these blessings the musicians will practice new music with the assembly.





To facilitate a better flow to receive communion ALL SECTIONS of the church will come forward up the center aisle to receive. There will be two bread ministers at the front of the altar and two cup ministers on each side. Hopefully this will facilitate a better flow since there is always a backlog at the cup stations.


We will review this procedure at the next Liturgy committee meeting.

EUCHARISTIC MINISTER PROCEDURE


Current: October, 2003


BEFORE MASS:


1. All EM's sign in on the Ministry Board at the cup or host location where you will serve.


2. When Father rings the bell before Mass begins, gather at the Memorial Tower for a short prayer.


AT THE LAMB OF GOD:


1. Approach the altar at the Lamb of God, and stand at the bottom of the steps leading to the Altar.


HOST ministers are to the RIGHT of center as you face the altar.


CUP ministers are to the LEFT of center as you face the altar.


**** Please make room for music ministers, the sacristan, and the servers who will also be standing 


on either side.


HOW EM'S RECEIVE COMMUNION:


1. EM's will receive the Host and Precious Blood from the presider and deacon/sacristan.


DISTRIBUTING EUCHARIST:


1. After you have received Communion under both species:


---- The presider or deacon or sacristan may hand your cup or plate to you


IF NOT... then retrieve your cup or plate from the altar yourself and go to the station where you 


are serving.


2. If you see that you are running out of hosts:


--- Break hosts in half (if just a few people remain)


OR


--- Borrow from a host minister near you.


OR


--- Get additional hosts from the ciborium inside the tabernacle located on the altar.


3. The Precious Blood will be replenished by the sacristan.


WHEN YOU ARE FINISHED DISTRIBUTING COMMUNION:


1. Return your vessels to the credence table on the altar.


--- If any Precious Blood remains in the cup, cover it with your purificator


--- Leave any unused Hosts in your plate on the table


2. Return to your place in the assembly.


AFTER MASS:


1. After Mass has ended, return to the altar to consume any Precious Blood left in the cups.


2. Return all unused hosts to the ciborium in the tabernacle, or if there are just a few left, consume them.


3. Remove all cups, plates, pitchers, purificators, etc.. from the altar and take them to the sacristy for


cleaning.
